Forecast Discussion: After a brief respite from the daily storms today, a weak tropical wave will push into the Florida
Peninsula tomorrow. This system will significantly increase moisture, producing scattered showers and isolated
thunderstorms along the coast. The main concerns for the primary launch window will be the Cumulus Cloud Rule,
Thick Cloud Layers Rule, and Anvil Cloud Rules.

On Friday, the Atlantic ridge will retreat towards the east, causing steering flow to become lighter while shifting to the
south. However, moisture from the tropical wave will still linger across the state. While most afternoon storms should
generally move inland, coastal convective activity may linger near the Spaceport during the launch window. The same
weather rules will be the focus of concern for the backup launch window Friday night.
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
